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Dear Friends,  The past year, has seen the previous years work on 
restructuring the Association, being consolidated, K.H.A. is now in the 
position to say we have one of the best training programmes for anyone                                                                                              
wishing to train and enhance their ability in the field of Spiritual Healing. 
   
We have also produced a pamphlet “Information on Healing”  through the 
work of our Training Co-ordinator, explaining to general inquirers and clients 
what to expect from the healing and how a healer would conduct a session.  
I said at our last AGM that we needed to amend our constitution to bring it up 
to date for the administration of the Association.  
The amendments proposed have been put forward at committee level and 
agreed.  
The first important change is to the Association name. As you may know the 
current constitution states our area of operation is Kent. This is now confining 
to the Association. Over the years we have spread throughout the UK and 
abroad. To reflect this interest the Executive Committee has proposed a name 
change for the Association. Amending it to: - 
Kent International Healing Association. 
This was voted on at the A.G.M. and unanimously accepted.                                                                                                                                                                                      
I have also asked the Charity Commissioners to allow us to amend clause 2 of 
the current constitution to include the area of operation as the U.K. and 
Europe. This they have agreed to.  
Another amendment is to the officers of the Association.  
The current constitution has positions for a Chairman and a President. These 
are two positions which hold the same duties and authority. The present 
Chairman to occupy the position of President. These amendments were voted 
on and agreed at the Executive and Area Reps meeting held on the 16th July 
this year.  Honorary Life President is unaffected and is an advisory position. 
 

It was also proposed at the committee meeting that rather than referring to 
new members as probationers, we should recognise their object in joining us 
is to study the art and craft of healing. Therefore we should refer to them as 
students. Our Association is attracting respect for the restructure that has been 
achieved and with Gods will we can become more widely known to fulfil our 
true purpose. Which is the alleviation of pain and suffering?

Letter from Maurice Bradley Healer and Tutor 

References to the local hospice began to attract my attention the last being difficult to 
ignore, too much of a coincidence we often say. I applied to become a volunteer, no 
mention was made of my work as a healer. An interview was arranged and I was told 
‘someone would be in touch’.                                                                                        
The volunteer manager from the hospice phoned me for an informal chat and realising 
we knew each other in a healer-patient capacity the chat turned quickly to business 
when I was invited to the hospice as a volunteer therapist, not altogether by chance !                                                                                                                                             
My first few weeks were educational, while other therapists including ‘Reiki 
Practitioners’ enjoyed acceptance. I learned the hospice movement had a problem   
with the name ‘healer’ for fairly obvious reasons. So with discretion and my Samaritan 
training standing me in good stead I allowed patients to talk to me offering healing 
where appropriate.                                                                                                      
Word gets around when people feel something beneficial and frequently now I find 
myself unable to see everyone who wishes to see me.                                                                                                          
After a year or so I was privileged to have been able to help and make many friends, 
inevitably many of whom have passed to spirit. I feel some new ground has been 
broken for healers. The enclosed note is one man’s experience of healing, a lifelong 
self-confessed sceptic. It is included on the Rosetta Life website and is available          
to all other hospices.                                                                                                              
Hopefully when seen it will encourage hospices to take on healers without fear. 

One mans experience of healing 

January 2004, was the worst month of my life. My sister and sister-in-law died and         
I was diagnosed with lung cancer, I thought my world was ending, I went from being a 
self centred opinionated big head to a crying, depressed wreck.                               
Thankfully I was offered plenty of support and I don’t mind admitting I needed it.             
I went to my local hospice day centre and the staff were amazing.                                      
I had some counselling which was a big help. It was there I met a healer, now I must 
say I have never believed in any hocus-pocus so you can guess my reactions when    
he offered me some help.                                                                                                    
But being terminally ill I thought what the hell, so I had a session with him. I noticed the 
benefits almost at once, and after a few sessions of chatting and healing I mentioned 
my wife who has Alzheimer’s, was having a bad time, very quarrelsome, like a 
Doberman with a wasp in his mouth. He offered to SEND her some healing, now this I 
didn’t believe. But within a week my wife was a different person, laughing,              
joking and being so nice.                                                                                                                                                                 
Now I don’t’ care whether you believe me or not, and I am not a born again anything.     
I am telling you my experiences and yes my life is much better, my mind has been 
opened and I think I am a much better person. I was given six months to live, that was 
eighteen months ago and I have never felt better.                                                                                
I guess what I am saying is open your minds and try new things, you just never know.

HOW I BECAME A HEALER 
 

Most of us who become a healer have had encouragement with messages from the 
other side passed on to us by Mediums who already have the gift themselves. 
I was lucky that I was brought up in lovely surroundings of village life at Temple 
Ewell 3 Miles from Dover in Kent, where I went to the local Church School, my 
mother liked to see me in my Sunday best and made sure that I went to Church every 
Sunday morning and evening service. 
I joined the choir and loved singing the hymns. Also watching the Church 
congregation enthralled by the Rev. Chadwicks sermon as he looked down at them 
from the pulpit. They were very happy times, along with my pleasure of becoming a 
bricklayer to earn my living and keep the wolf from the door. 
It wasn' t long before I got called up to do my National Service in the Army, did my 
training with the 9th Training Regiment Royal Engineers down at Farnborough in 
Hampshire. 
Then got posted to Germany with the 23rd Field Reg. Royal Engineers, Did my 2 
years got demobbed June 8th 1951. I then decided to leave home and go up to 
Stourbridge West Midlands and stop at my aunties who lived 3 doors away from my 
girlfriend. I soon got a job as a bricklayer. I then got engaged in July of that year. 
It was about that time that my girlfriends married sister, whose husband had a 
younger brother called Dereck who was also engaged and was working all hours that 
God sent him. He was working nights at a bucket factory, riding home from work in 
the early hours he fell of his bike and had serious head injuries and died later that day 
in hospital. Within a week of his passing his niece Julia who was 4 years of age said 
to her mother I can see uncle Dereck at the top of the stairs, she said don' t be silly 
uncle Dereck is dead. 
He was earthbound, he did not want to die, he had everything to live for. They had to 
get the local vicar to come 3 times before Dereck went into the light and peace. 
My future mother in law had seen him also and joined the Stourbridge Spiritualist 
Church. Shortly afterwards I got married and returned to Dover. 
My in-laws came down and had their fortnights holiday with us. They loved coming 
to Dover. It wasn' t long before she took me down to the local Spiritualist Church and 
I got a message from a London medium who told me that I had healing power, I have 
been told many times before but had done nothing about it. Very true. He then said 
there will be two of you that will receive confirmation within the next 24hrs. 
The following morning which happened to be Sunday, my wife picked up a 
photograph of her grandma and began dusting it. She was sitting on a deckchair on 
the front lawn beside the house in Stourbridge. 
I think there is a spirit extra coming on the photo. We could see the face of my negro 
guide. That really shook me and really got me going. I could not wait to get into a 
Healing Group, got my certificates from the N.H.F. also Kent Healers, where I have 
been an Area Representative for over twenty years and the rest is history.

The Centre was founded in 1982 by Dr. Hans and Waltraud Gerber. Our first 
spiritual contacts came through Harry Edwards, the first direct contacts were 
made through the German healer Anni Ziemer in 1979. Today the Centre is 
run by Hans and Waltraud in Vienna, by Ingrid Maria and Franz Moser in the 

province of Styria, and by Renate Gaggl in Carinthia. The development of the Centre has been a 
collaborative effort of many individuals, including Gilbert Anderson, Valery Fraser, Ursula 
Roberts, Frank Jones, William Lambert, Dennis Fare, etc. – and, above all, inner guidance. 
Currently ZGH has 250 members, it is a member of DGH (the German umbrella organisation  
for spiritual healing) and a member of ECHO (European Confederation of Healer Organisations) 
                                                                
ZGH is a non-profit organisation. Its prime objective consists in providing a platform and 
atmosphere that leads to healing and inner development. To achieve this aim, rooms are made 
available and working groups are held regularly. For teaching the theory of healing, the Centre 
organises seminars in which recognised healers from all cultures talk about and teach their 
healing methods and the philosophy behind them. Another objective is to do research into the 
spiritual aspects of healing and to publish specialist booklets on research findings and on related 
fields. The Centre also offers a two-year training in spiritual healing and upon successful 
completion gifted people are awarded a certificate. In recent times Douglas Ballard and Dr. Hans 
Gerber have come together in a voice between two organisations to make this new Association 
venture possible. Douglas has been invited on occasions to do seminars in both Vienna and in 
Carinthia.

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Sarajevo, Bosnia 10 years after the war. “ Part of a Journey.”  
By Chris Norton. 

 
I arrived in Sarajevo at 10pm on the last Saturday in July. It was hot as our taxi drove 
us across the city to our home for the next two weeks. Elizabeth, my fellow therapist 
and I looked out excitedly as we passed office blocks, cafes, parks and places of 
worship. Just like any other capital city on a summer weekend evening, bustling with 
youngsters, fast cars and music. 
In the morning we walked down into the Turkish quarter to discover a very different 
scene. Many young men limp or walk with a hunched back. Women are elegant but 
have a certain tired look in their eyes. Everyone is working so hard to rebuild 
their  lives and their  homes under the weight of the legacy of war.  
The stunning geography of Sarajevo was part of its downfall, surrounded by 
beautiful hillside and mountains, it was easy to encircle with tanks. In the daylight 
the civic buildings and houses are testament to the continual bombardment that went 
on between 1992 and 1995. 
The people appear calm and very friendly. You don' t hear them arguing about trivia, 
they don' t seem to suffer from nonsense like road rage. They have things in 
perspective and they have a wonderful lesson to teach us if only we take the trouble 
to learn. L ife and freedom is worth fighting for  even under the most horrendous 
conditions. 
Most of the individuals who come to the Healing Hands Network clinics for 
complementary therapies have been in concentration camps, under house arrest,  
been wounded by sniper fire, bombing or land mines. The women have lost children, 
husbands, brothers, parents and grandparents, often they have also been abused. 
They are strong, down to earth people getting on with it. I am lucky enough to be 
going back next year to experience another small part of the journey of Bosnia' s 
healing.

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We are now near completing another year of our Training program, with this year 
seeing the introduction of the New Foundation Healing Course. 
Being able to have a structured course with questions laid out for them,  
has proved to be a great aid to the Tutors and also to the Students. 
 
It has been a lot of hard work over the past 3 years putting this program together,  
you will see by the work that is now going on in other organisations with the new 
changes required by the Government that I think we have got it right. 
 
We have worked hard to keep up with all the new changes that are coming in, 
but I have to say that the program we have now adopted has always been at the 
forefront of all the training requirements required at this moment in time. 
 
It would be easy to say that we have got there, but that is not the case.  
CPD (Continued Professional Development) is coming to the notice of UK Healers, 
BAHA and CHO. As many of you know that it is now obligatory in many  
organisations and businesses to adopt CPD. 
 
I said last year this will not be a compulsory step but a requirement that will have to be 
in place and available to our members.  Due to the workload this year for me I was 
unable to compile the course but have already started it, to be available next year. 
We have taken steps to these ends and know that what we produce will cover all of the 
requirements that should be required by BAHA and the Government at this time. 
 
We have to date 75 Registered Tutors in England and 13 in Europe, with 10 Assessors. 
We have more members ready for the next Tutor workshop in early spring next year, 
with further students to be assessed in January 2006.  So as you can see we are making 
good progress. 
 
This year I was able to set up an office in The Algarve and also in Lisbon in Portugal. 
I have had meetings in Vienna and Klagenfurt this year, resulting in the early stages  
of development with healers in Austria, hoping we will be able to work together  
in the near future. 
I am still able to have a radio spot on Sunday mornings in The Algarve on Kiss FM 
radio that allows me to talk about Healing and following on,  
I have a 30 minute phone-in. 
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The Chairman opened the A.G.M. and welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
 

The minutes of the last AGM: (October 2004) were circulated and unanimously 
agreed by the members. The Chairman made his report in which he said:- 
 

During the first full year as membership secretary, Sharon Wise has done a sterling 
job coping with the new computer programme for recording membership. 
The Training Coordinator, Douglas Ballard does a great deal of work for the 
Association often working into the early hours to enable us to produce information 
and manuals on time. 
Christine Norton was introduced to the position of Treasurer for the Association.  
She has been acting Treasurer since 12th April 2005 and is handling the job very 
competently.  
The Chairman thanked Douglas, Sharon and Christine for the work they have done 
and the support they have given to him. 
Thanks was also given for the work that Ken Baker had done over the past 5 years. 
 

The Chairman read through the proposed Articles of Constitution and pointed out  
the changes that needed to be made, explaining the purpose for each change. 
It was proposed that the Constitution with amendments be accepted, and was 
unanimously carried. 
Joanne Alder (Hon. Life President) suggested that Executive members reaching the 
age of 80 years should become honorary members and stay in an advisory capacity. 
Ken Baker will be 80 next year. This was unanimously agreed by members. 
 

Appointment of Assistant Secretary.  
Dian Minall, was appointed Assistant Secretary to assist the Secretary with the work, 
this was proposed and unanimously carried. 
 

Treasurer ’s Report. 
Christine Norton reported on the accounts for October 2003-2004. Copies of the 
accounts were circulated, and acceptance of the figures for 2003-2004. was 
unanimously agreed by members. 
Copies of the accounts for 2004/2005 to date were circulated and reported on. 
 

Membership Secretary’s Report.  
Douglas Ballard (in the absence of Sharon Wise) 
Douglas explained that it would be necessary this year to have the Subscription 
forms with a no claims declaration for insurance that members must now sign.  
The Membership with K.I.H.A. is growing, with new Students and healers from 
other organisations    
New fees for 2006 were stated and accepted, the vote was unanimously in favour, 
these will be sent to the members with the next magazine. 
Training Co-ordinators Report. 
A full report is given on page 5. 
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This mainly came about because individual members disliked the County 
Associations'  right to have more votes, even though the Counties were 
representing large numbers of members. 
 

At a meeting held early 1977. It was put that the N.F.S.H. should accept only 
individual members, even though the N.F.S.H. was set up as an umbrella group 
by the County Associations. 
This caused the withdrawal of the County Associations from the N.F.S.H. 
Later in 1977, representatives of the County Associations met in London to 
discuss what to do with their Associations now that they were isolated from the 
N.F.S.H. 
 

From this meeting the umbrella group known as the British Alliance of Healing 
Associations was formed in1977.   
This title, abbreviated, is known today as B.A.H.A. and a Chairman, Secretary 
and Treasurer were elected from the County Associations. A representative from 
each Association was also elected to attend meetings, with the power to vote on 
any policy put forward by B.A.H.A. 
 

Today B.A.H.A. is still our umbrella group and handles legal matters for County 
Associations.  Kent is a founder member of B.A.H.A. 
Harry Edwards gave the first public healing demonstration organised by the 
Kent Healers Association in 1952 and gave one of his last public demonstrations 
which was organised by the Kent Healers Association in 1976. A number of 
K.H.A. healer members were privileged to be invited on to the platform with 
him. It was held at Willsons Hall Ramsgate Kent in October 1976. Harry passed 
to higher life December 1976. Between those years the K.H.A. had a strong 
connection with Harry and his healing ministry. 
 

Kent Healers Association founded in 1947/48 achieved charity status in April 
1980. Keith Ottewell, the K.H.A. secretary at that time was instrumental in 
achieving this. 
B.A.H.A. was formed in 1977 and achieved charity status in 1982. 
 

Another milestone has been added to the history. Due to the expansion of 
members in the U.K. and within Europe a name change has been proposed to 
recognise this. A resolution was made and accepted by all at the A.G.M. 8th 
October 2005 that Kent Healers Association will now be known as  
Kent International Healing Association. 
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Kent Spiritual Healers Association (later changed to Kent Healers 
Association) was founded in 1947/48. 
It came about because some churches, who were interested in Healing,  
wished to form an association for the promotion of Healing. 
It was Harry Edwards'  demonstrations at that time which prompted this  
move to form our own County Association. 
Representatives from various churches in Kent attended a meeting. 
 

This meeting discussed the possibility of forming a County Association for 
those interested in Healing. 
Horace Clayton suggested splitting Kent into areas; he offered his Church, 
Kirby Lane, Canterbury, for the first meeting. At this meeting Kent was 
divided into eight areas. A Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer were elected  
at the meeting and a representative for each of the eight areas. 
A large Healing demonstration with Harry Edwards was organised, this was 
held at the Marlowe Theatre Canterbury, in 1952.  
 

In 1954, Harry Edwards met the Chairs of the Kent Healers and Essex 
Healers at Burrows Lea, Shere, Surrey, to discuss the formation of a National 
Healing Association.  This he achieved, with the help of Gordon Turner and 
others. Joanne Alder (who is still our Association Honorary Life President) 
and Miss Bines were part of this group. The Association became known as 
the National Federation of Spiritual Healers, (N.F.S.H.) the County 
Associations to form the membership.   
Kent and Essex were the first two County Association members. 
The N.F.S.H. held meetings for the County representatives to attend and 
formulate policies. 
 

The Counties'  voting power was related to the number of its members.   
Later the N.F.S.H. bought premises at Loughton, Essex, which became the 
National Headquarters for the N.F.S.H. with Harry as its President. 
As healing progressed, the N.F.S.H. allowed individual members to join the 
Federation. 
After Harry passed to higher life, (29th May 1893 - 7th December 1976)  
there was dissension between individual members and the County 
Associations over voting rights.

Douglas Ballard reported that the Chairman had resigned due to relocation to  
America,  as Vice Chairman he had taken over until the AGM.  
When a new Chairman and Treasurer will be appointed. 
A lot of time had been spent this year in producing a new Training Manual to replace 
the old yellow one. This is in the form of a binder with space in the back for either 
Tutor notes or Student notes, the binder is now complete and will be released in the 
New Year. BAHA have taken steps to review the standards of Training with its 
members, as from the beginning of next year all organisations will have to appoint a 
Training Co-ordinator to continue to be a member and will have to attend a training 
Seminar designed to assist their members to comply with Standards of Good Practice 
for the safety of the General Public as required by the present Government Legislation. 
The Seminar will be presented by the Training Officer, Brenda Peace and the Asst. 
Training Officer Douglas Ballard.  
 

Confederation of Healing Organisations (CHO) Report. 
It was decided at the April meeting of Trustees that Phase 3 to change CHO should not 
be implemented, that the website should be developed and upgraded and not replaced. 
At the September meeting the Chairman, Treasurer and Development Officer resigned 
on block effective immediately. 
The following appointments were made: Acting Chairman Douglas Ballard, Minute 
Secretary Dan Wilson & Treasurer Michael Dibdin. With new appointments in October. 
Discussion of the new C.H.O. Constitution took place with proposals for new Chairman 
and Secretary. 
 

European Confederation of Healing Organisations (ECHO) Report 
The new handbook now has a newsletter, 200 of these have been sent to Norway for a 
Convention on Healing of about 4,500 people. 
New member BMSI Austria have now joined us, making a total membership of 10 
countries with 24,400 members.  
 

Public Relations Officer ’s Report. 
Douglas Ballard (speaking for Sharon Wise) stated that the magazine has been 
completely re-vamped and will be sent to all members before Christmas.  
The Healing Congress will be held at The Seekers Trust on 13th May 2006.
